Magicians of the
Sea curated by Pierre Chevalier, investigates 
archival material alongside new works, to look at the
alternative roots and innovations of surfing culture. 
The exhibition also includes a series of screenings,
from documentaries to experiments in creating the
perfect wave. By contrast If you leave me, can I come
too? is a contemporary group show focusing on the
mechanisms of a particular kind of Aussie melancholy
with works that range from digital photographs,
slides, video and photographic installation.

In 2006 ACP Workshop is offering an unprecedented
range of courses in both digital and traditional
photography skills, as well as a range of short-courses
to engage particular and specialist interests. And to
another Australian obsession, Lily Hibberd and
Natasha Bullock explore the expansive photomedia
terrain of land and landscape for Photofile 76 going
to places no editors have gone before.
